The Palace - Director’s and producer’s biographies and filmographies 

The director Hedinn Halldorsson has worked as a reporter for the Icelandic National Broadcasting Service for several years. He has written and reported on stories for both radio and television and done both longer feature stories and daily bulletins. He has in recent years covered stories in Afghanistan, Malawi, Sweden, Denmark, Belgium, England, Japan and Italy, to name a few. Hedinn also worked as a video journalist for the Icelandic National Broadcasting Service and shot and edited own footage. Hedinn hold a BA degree in Italian and History from the University of Iceland and University of Bologna, and an MA degree in Development and Peace Studies from the University of Manchester. Hedinn's earlier work is The Early Bird Catches the Worm (2007), an Educational film on Development in Malawi, for the Icelandic International Development Agency, and A story from Gaza (2010), a short film about the work of the International Federation of Red Cross Red Crescent Societies in Gaza. Hedinn is currently based in Copenhagen, Denmark.

The executive producer Steindor Gunnar Steindorsson was born in Reykjavik in 1980. He is the owner of the production company Mont ehf, founded in 2009. Steindor holds an MA in Journalism from the University of Iceland. Steindor worked for several years for the Icelandic National Broadcasting Service and has a vast experience in filming, editing and post production processes. Among Steindor’s recent works are a short film on aid work in Mozambique for the Icelandic International Development Agency, as well as several smaller projects for the University of Iceland and The Icelandic National Broadcasting Service. The Palace is the first full length documentary Mont ehf. produces. 

The co-producer Brynhildur Birgisdóttir was born in Reykjavik, Iceland, in 1977.  She completed a BA in Film and Media Studies at the University of Copenhagen followed by an MA in Producing Film and Television at Royal Holloway, University of London.  After graduating, she worked in commercials production in London for three years before moving back to Iceland in the summer of 2007. She worked as a freelance production manager for a few months before joining Pegasus Pictures, an established production company owned and run by producer Snorri Thorisson.  As Head of Production, Brynhildur has been responsible for the international production services, as well as working on the development of feature films and TV dramas. Brynhildur has worked as a line producer, production manager and researcher on a number of documentaries and many more TV commercials.
