In the years 2003-2004 he founded an advertising agency where he worked as the general manager and creative director. In this period Baldvin made his first television commercials but also directed and produced more then a dozen music videos and short films. One of the advertisments got nominated for the Icelandic Marketing Association‘s awards.

Baldvin moved to Denmark in the year 2004 to study film making and lived there until the beginning of 2008. He attended KTS but did other courses as well, for example within the subjects of photography, acting and directing, He also continued doing televison commercials as a freelancer for both Danish and Icelandic companies. He got nominated for the best short film in the Short Film Marathon competition in Copenhagen.

In 2008 Baldvin moved back to Iceland where he currently lives and works as a director.
